TO  SERVE

In Nehemiah 8:10 you read, “The joy of the Lord

is my strength”. Truly the joy of the Lord is your

strength.  So, I would ask you my brothers and

sisters, how’s your strength?  Feeling strong

today; do you feel strong every day?  How’s your

joy? Does your joy depend on a good report

from the news, a good report about your sports

team, a good report from your doctor, a good

report on this or that, or does it depend on

me?  The joy of the Lord is your strength.  True

joy is based on me, on Jesus Christ, your savior

and Lord who has forgiven your sins and set

you on a firm rock and is preparing a place for

you in Heaven and is answering every one of

your prayers. That’s where your joy lies.  It

doesn’t depend on the day in and the day out

successes of life. Your joy should always be firm

and strong.  Don’t give it away.  Allow the joy of

the Lord each day to be your strength.

Abraham ran out as the three men were

passing by. He looked to dwell with them by

serving them and giving them shade and a

meal. And he experienced me in that

moment.  

Mary chose to sit at my feet and dwell with

me, ignoring the busyness of what was

going on. She chose to sit and listen and be

just with me.  

These stories are not in conflict with each

other. When you serve others, you are

dwelling with me.  And there are times

when I will call you to sit and be quiet with

me so that you can later go out and serve. I

need you to do both.  I need you to dwell

with me as you serve others.  I need you to

dwell with me in the quite silence. And you

will experience my love.
